on the other part, together referred as “the parties” and each of the as “the party”

HAVE AGREED to the following terms and conditions:

Article 1

Scope – Scientific Responsible

1. The contractor undertakes to implement the project called: “…………………” Description of project implementation, stages / milestones, project deliverables per stage, end product.  OR The project comprises of the components as specified in Annex I “…………” which is attached to and forms an integral part of the present agreement. 
2. Scientific Responsible of the implementation of the project shall be Professor …………………………….., Director of the…………………….Laboratory (if applicable).  The Scientific Responsible shall designate the members of the research team, shall co-ordinate and complete the work and in general, shall supervise the implementation of the project.

3. The Scientific Responsible shall be responsible for the submission of all documents (progress reports, etc.) to the employer on behalf of the contractor and the overall cooperation between the two contracting parties. In case of temporary absence or hindrance, the Scientific Responsible shall be substituted by a member indicated by him and designated by NTUA.

Article 2

Duration and Extension of the Project

1. The duration of the project shall be ……… (months, years) from the effective date.

2. The employer may grant an extension for the duration of the project following a request by the contractor which shall be submitted in written within a period of ………… days before the end of the project. The request shall be accompanied by a report on the progress of the project up to the submission of the request which shall justify the extension requested.   

3. The employer shall be promptly notified by written receipt of any delays to the implementation of the project. The contracting parties may terminate the contract after a notice period of ………… days, which shall be communicated in writing with notice of receipt or by registered mail to either party in the case in which they deem that no further purpose can be served by the continuation of the project, in particular, due to technical reasons or change in circumstances.  

Article 3

Payments

Article 4

Supervision of the project

(Progress Reports – Final Report)

1. The employer shall have the right to monitor project implementation by means of its competent bodies which shall be designated by the signature of the present contract. The employer may substitute these bodies by notification communicated to the contractor with notice of receipt. 

2. In particular, project supervision shall take the form of collecting and evaluating the results included in progress reports which are submitted by the contractor to the competent bodies of the employer on a basis of …………(months, years) from the signature of the present agreement and until the completion of the project. 

3. The ………… (number) monthly progress reports and their results shall be deemed confidential with the exception of publishable reports, as previously agreed. The form and content of the reports requested as well as the publication and approval procedures are specified in Annex III of the present agreement.

4. Within a period of 2 months following the completion, termination or end of the project, the contractor shall submit the final report of the project to the competent bodies of the employer. The final report shall include data on the end results, the possibility of their exploitation and anything else deemed necessary, as specified in Annex III of the present agreement. 

5. If the competent bodies of the employer do not raise objections to the reports submitted by the contractor (periodic reports – final report) within a period of ………… months following their submission, the reports are considered to have been accepted by the employer.  

Article 5

Monitoring Committee

(at the parties’ discretion, if deemed necessary)

The Monitoring Committee which is constituted of (representatives of the employer and the contractor) shall monitor the smooth and timely implementation of the project. The Committee shall monitor the progress of the project and formulate in writing its remarks on the progress reports and the final report of the contractor, as specified in the relevant article (Article 6).
Article 6

Ownership and Exploitation of Results

The (partial or total) results ensuing from the present agreement are the property of the employer. (at the parties’ discretion, if applicable)Specific provisions on the exploitation of the results (licenses, royalties, commercial exploitation etc.) are included in an annex … which is attached to and forms an integral part of the present agreement. Article 7

Obligations of the Contracting Parties

The provisions of the present agreement and its annexes (if applicable) may be amended or supplemented by means of a written agreement duly signed by both contracting parties.

Article 10
Governing Law – Jurisdiction
This Agreement is governed by and shall be construed in accordance with the laws of Greece. 

The parties submit all their disputes arising out of or in connection with this Agreement to the exclusive jurisdiction of the Courts of Athens. 

Article 11
Entry into Force of the Agreement

The present agreement and its annexes (if applicable) shall be done in two (2) originals, one for 
each party, and shall enter into force after its signature by both contracting parties.
